Step One: Remove the right hand side fairing to expose the mounting point illustrated below.  Using the hardware that 
 is supplied with the horn bolt the horn the mounting bracket (#1). Next used the supplied M6 bolt (#2) to bolt
 bracket (#1) to the mounting point illustrated below.
